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BIBLE STUDY- THE WORD OR THE WORLD
What shapes our thoughts, actions, and habits?
2Timothy 2:21 (NLT) If you keep yourself pure, you will be a utensil God can use for his purpose. Your life will be clean, and you will be ready for the Master to use you for every good work.
2Corinthians 7:1 (KJV) Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.
So, how do you cleanse or purify yourself? In Psalm 119:9 the same question is both asked and answered. How can a young person stay pure? by obeying your word and following  it’s  rules.
Verse 11 goes on to say, I have hidden your word in my heart so that I might not sin against you.
Cleansing yourself is an active process. You participate in the process and are responsible for doing things to get you clean. So just as a when you were a baby your parents cleaned you but as you grow they teach you how to clean yourself and keep yourself clean. This is like God. When you accept Christ , you are cleansed from the stain of sin. (Born Again)  God gives us the Holy Spirit that we might continue to cleanse ourselves. We must ask God to fill us with His spirit daily. 
Psalm 119: 105 (KJV) Thy word is a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path. God’s word is the answer for cleansing us and keeping us clean.  The word lamp in Hebrew is like a candle so God’s word shines on our feet so we may not stumble by things that are hard to see by our eyes only. The word light in Hebrew used here is a bright light like the morning sun. So His word not only lights the path but it also shine in on those things that we might not see if the lamp didn’t focus in on them.
Psalm 19:7-11 takes a deeper look into the value of God’s word as the cleaning agent.
